The writing
process and writer’s craft will be taught and
practiced throughout the year using practices
such as daily in-class writing, exit slips, Stand
Alone Paragraphs, and argumentative essays.

A combination of novels and short stories will
help to guide our exploration of the written
word and will also be used in conjunction with
our writing program. Our reading list for the
2022-2023 school year includes Seedfolks by
Paul Felischman, The Hunger Games by

Suzanne Collins, along with various short stories.
