The RIAHA Board of Directors has
approved a new program
modeled after the Arabian Horse
Association's Frequent Rider
Program (FRP) for affiliate and
associate members to track their
time spent riding or driving in
non-competitive events and 

earn awards when they reach certain milestones.   
FRP enrollment is based on the individual person and multiple
horses of any breed can be ridden or driven towards
achievement milestones. Simply track your hours and submit
them. Once you reach each of the milestones you'll receive a
certificate and commemorative item as chosen by the
committee.  
Milestone levels are: 25, 50, 100, 250, 500, 1,000, 2,500, and 5,000
hours.  
Non-competitive events include lessons, schooling rides, clinics,
parades, and un-judged/non-timed trail rides.  
Enrollment is available on a annual, three-year or lifetime basis.
