The mission of the Canada 911 Ride Foundation is to honor the memories of fallen
emergency first responders (police, fire, and EMS) who have courageously given
their lives in the line of duty. We achieve this by commemorating their service
through the placement of Automated External Defibrillator (AED) devices in their
name, thus reintegrating their life-saving legacy into the community. Additionally,
we offer educational support to the children of these heroes and collaborate with
the Mikey Network to facilitate the placement of public access AEDs throughout the
community.
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Some Examples How Your Donation is Used

* QOur %ngoing collaboration with The Mikey Network has resulted in saving 48 lives to date and
counting.

» We solemnly remembered the three RCMP officers who lost their lives during the 2014 Moncton
shootings, where a total of three RCMP members were killed, and two others were severely injured.

* In memory of 10-year-old Julianna Kozis, a victim of the July 2019 Danforth shooting, we placed two
Automated External Defibrillator (AED) units to commemorate her short life.

* We paid tribute to the memory of Ontario Provincial Police Cst. Marc Hovingh, who tragically lost his
life in the line of duty in 2020.

» In 2022, we established a Go Fund Me page for Toronto Police Cst. Andrew Hong, who was killed in
thde Ilnc? of duty. The funds raised are dedicated to assisting his two children with their post-secondary
education.

 In 2023, our plan is to honor the five Ontario Igolice officers who trag?ically lost their lives in 2022:
Toronto Police Service Cst. Andrew Honﬁ, OPP Cst. Greg Pierzchala, South Simcoe Police Service
Constables Morgan Russell and Devon Northrup, and York Regional Police Cst. Travis Gillespie.
