
      See the power points for understanding of Intercession before using 

this guide. One should be saved and baptized in the Holy Spirit before 

interceding in this way.   

       Before interceding for anyone, you must first get the beam out of 

your eye before you pray for the speck in another’s eye.  You must have 

looked in the mirror and repented for the deed and nature or spirit that 

you are interceding and praying for another on for affective results.  

The prayer for deliverance must be prayed for yourself before you 

intercede. The prayers of a righteous man avail much. 

        (Read the Prayer below.  It has been shortened from the longer 

prayers given in the book “The Truth in Deliverance,” found at 

www.thetruthindeliverance.com.) 

Before interceding: 

Ask Jesus if you may intercede.  If He says, “Yes,” then say, “I ask You, 

Jesus, for the anointing of the Holy Spirit and the Word of Your Power 

for Intercession and for the Holy Spirit to give me utterance that I may 

stand in the gap and that You repair the breach. (It will not come from 

your mind, but the Holy Spirit will give you the words to say.)  Then say, 

“I lift up _________, and place them in Your Arms as I intercede for 

them.  Please bottle up the tears for them and do Your work in their 

lives to Your glory and honor. 

     Then by faith open your mouth and yield to the Spirit and allow Him 

through you to repent.  If it is not coming.  Start with Jesus, I am so 

sorry.  I have been so wrong.  Please give me the gift of Godly Sorrow 

for repentance.  It will begin to flow.  Do not stop if you are convicted, 

but keep interceding and you repent later. 

     When You get to the part that confession and repentance has been 

made, be sure that you have asked Jesus to forgive you and heard Him 
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say that He forgives you.  Then pray the following.  (Read the following 

until you have it internalized.)   

I repent and ask You, Jesus, to forgive me. And, I ask You, Jesus for the 

anointing of the Holy Spirit and the Word of Your Power for 

Deliverance. 

• I plead the Blood of Jesus over this household, our families, and all 

who are around us and command all spirits cast out in the Name of 

Jesus to go to the pit at the Foot of Jesus and not lite on another soul. 

• I bind you spirit (or spirits) of_______________, and your roots and 

perimeters, in the Name and Blood of Jesus. And, I place these 

iniquities upon Mercy and Truth and give thanks for the atonement 

made according to Prov. 16:6. Thank You, Jesus for cleansing me with 

Your Blood. 

• I ask You, Jesus, to burn this iniquity (iniquities) and old nature out of 

me with the Baptism of fire, all generations back and all generations 

forward for eternity, with all their roots and perimeters,….. out of our 

mind, body, soul, spirit, thoughts, words, deeds and actions, even the 

intent of the thoughts of our hearts until they are no longer found in us 

forever. 

• I command you spirit (or spirits) of_______________, out of me 

with all your roots and perimeters, in the Name and Blood of 

Jesus.  Go now! (Blow them out) 

 • Jesus please fill us with all the opposite Godly spirits from You of 

__________, and I receive and breathe them in now. Please manifest 

them in my life to Your Glory. 

• I declare and confess my faults to others, and pray of others. I fill my 

heart and mind with Scriptures and overcome by speaking the Word of 



my testimony, resisting the devil, and do not love the flesh nature of 

the old man to it’s death, and put on the new man in Christ. (Rev. 12:11) 

     (During deliverance prayers, you will find that you are coughing out the spirits 

the same way you did when you prayed for yourself.  Remember you are standing 

in their stead and filling in the gap and repenting for them.  Your tears will be 

bottled up for them.) 

      Now, say, “Thank You, Jesus, for allowing me to intercede.  I give you all the 

praise and glory, and I turn this intercession back unto You.  You ever live to 

intercede for us all.  Bless You, Jesus and be exalted and glorified. 

      Now, pray in tongues, in the Spirit, until you have peace and joy. 

      A note:  many who are baptized in the Holy Spirit pray in the Spirit in tongues 

with groaning and tears, and this also is intercession.  The way described here is 

like the Spirit giving you utterance has given you the interpretation of what the 

Spirit would be saying in tongues.   

      It you do not see results right away, stand in faith that the Spirit has down the 

work.  It may take years before you see it, but that doesn’t matter.  This is an act 

of faith.
