We are excited to welcome you to Pearland High School for the Vocal Solo & Ensemble Contest 

on Saturday, February 9, 2019.  Please read this letter carefully as it contains important 

information pertaining to the contest. 

 

Important note: Pearland High School is currently undergoing significant construction that will 

ultimately connect the main campus to the Searcy Campus. This majorly affects the front 

entryway of the building. This contest will take place exclusively on the Searcy Campus. The 

driveway that runs parallel to Hwy 35 is blocked due to construction. That said, all traffic into 

and out of the school should happen along the North end of the building. 

 

Buses and Parking: Students should be dropped off on the North end of the campus. There is a 

traffic light that allows buses and cars into the north parking lot of PHS. Buses should turn at this 

light and drive around to drop students off in front of the building. They should then drive back 

to Hwy 35 and turn again at the light into the parking lot to park. The driveway closest to the 

north end of the building is one way. Bus and car parking is in the parking lot on the north end of 

the Searcy Campus. 

 

Students:  Please sit together with the designated chaperone or parent from your school. Bring 

money for concessions and something to keep you busy when you are not singing. All food must 

remain in the cafeteria – no food or drink is allowed in the hallway or judging areas. Please do 

not venture into the other building for any reason. Students should remain in the cafeteria at all 

times other than traveling to or from a judging room. In order to keep the waiting areas 

outside the judging rooms quiet, we ask that no more than three students at a time be 

waiting outside the room. 

 

Directors: Drop students at cafeteria and go to the library to check in. You will need to mark 

DNA’s, ensemble substitutions, and turn in your Form 1 for each entry at this time. Students 

will not be allowed in the Contest Office/Library.
