Arrival & Parking
o Buses should enter from Sheldon Rd at the northernmost entrance near the Kolarik 9th Grade Center.
e Trucks should enter from Sheldon Rd onto Crockett Rd (at the stoplight).

e Equipment trucks should park in the Performing Arts Center parking lot. CISD Constables and parking personnel
will assist with parking once you arrive. Please refer to the website maps for detailed instructions.

Student Drop-off & Warm-up

e Student monitors will meet your band in the student drop-off parking area approximately 30 minutes before your
scheduled warm-up time.

e Restrooms will be available in small group rotations to maintain comfort and order.

e Band monitors will assist with warm-up locations, field entrance/exit routes, and bus return procedures.

e CISD staff will be stationed at warm-up zones, gates, and the front sideline to assist throughout the event.
Each band will receive 15 wristbands upon arrival. Anyone assisting with equipment on the field does not need a

wristband. If students or parents will not re-enter the stadium, please return unused wristbands to your monitor.

Please remember the following guidelines:
e Performances and warm-ups must only occur in designated areas at assigned times.

e No electronics are permitted in the warm-up area, except vocal/metronome speakers.

e Front ensembles must not be heard from the press box during warm-up. This will be strictly enforced.

e The contest office is located in the press box. Access is limited to contest officials, competing band directors, and
school administrators. Only one director per band will be allowed in the press box at a time.

Field Procedures

e During a band’s two-minute field exit, the next band may move to the goal line, while its front ensemble may
advance to the 20-yard line.

e The five-minute field entry begins from those points. Bands may begin early if they choose not to use the full
time.

e No wireless systems will be active during the contest. Please ensure your equipment is self-contained and tested.
UIL does not allow restarts or delays due to equipment or frequency issues.

Spectator Information
e Spectator parking is free and located in the Home Athletics parking area off Sheldon Rd.
e Additional parking is available at the Early Childhood Center across the street.
e The spectator entrance is located at the south end of the stadium.
e No video recording is allowed from the press box, press deck, or judges’ areas.
Concessions & Food Policy

No outside food or grilling is permitted on CISD property. Open flame grills (gas, charcoal, smokers, etc.) are strictly
prohibited. The CISD Band Boosters will provide a wide selection of food and beverages in the concession stands.
