I clean the models before I ship them out, but I recommend going through the pieces to make sure all the fillers have been removed.

This KIT comes pre-printed in Cream, Burgundy, White and Black, with the East Strasburg and Tickets Signs already printed in their respective colors, saving the time used to fine paint them.

The doors come separate and are designed to be glued / snap into place. 

As you can see, I have designed this building to be completed with ease and very little effort. It is very important to follow the below steps, especially the 1st Step which is designed to keep the building square and level and sits perfectly on the designed base.
.
I use a hot glue gun to glue my models, that way they are easy to take apart and store. A small amount at each corner should be just fine. For a permanent structure I use Gorilla Super Glue liquid not gel.

If you take your time, you can create a beautiful piece.

As always, your satisfaction is of outmost important, if anything arrives broken, let me know and I will ship out a replacement free of charge. 

If you have any suggestions and or ideas to improve the KIT let me know.

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1. There are (9) support beams, start at the above location, the beam will fit snug, glue it in place then use one of the small side pieces and glue it to the beam, and the base. The lips of the walls should be glued to the inner part of the beam. This will leave a small part of the beam protruding past the wall.

2. Continue around the base gluing the beams FIRST, then the respective wall. Making sure each beam sticks out past the wall. 
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3. Once all the walls are put in to place and glued, go ahead and snap in the doors or glue them on if you want a more permanent finish. [image: A drawing of a house
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4. Install the signs, 2 white and 1 black. Stickers can be found online.
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Description automatically generated]5. Place the long roof on to the structure, glue it on if you are not going to add an interior or lights. [image: A drawing of a house
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6. Glue the Capula on to the slot in the roof. Then place the smaller roof on the structure, ensuring it is up against the Capula.
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7. Place the roof on to the Capula, the roof is shorter on one end, make sure the short end faces the smaller roof. [image: A computer screen shot of a house
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8. Glue the windows and shutters on to the Capula.
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9. Glue the triangle shaped fascia on to the gap in the small l roof.[image: A computer screen shot of a house

Description automatically generated]10. Glue the Chimney on to the Capula roof.

11. Glue the Green Signs to the bottom edge of the roofs on both ends.

12. Glue the Tickets Sign centered on the front of the buildings double window.

13. Glue the Stair Railings. Please note I left the last piece longer, if you are going to add another base under the building then the stairs will fall on that base. If you’re just going to use this base, then trim the last piece to sit on the bottom step.
