• Stallions are not encouraged. 
• Horses, feed, and transportation are the responsibility of the riders. Water will be available. Please bring your own pail, tie horses to your trailer or the hitching rails do not tie horses to the trees. 
• You are responsible for CLEANING up after yourself and horses! 
We want to thank all this year’s participants for your support and making this years Trail Ride against cancer a success. Your cooperation in adhering to the rules will make our jobs easier. We hope that you will join us and enjoy the day.
