19 Jacob said to his father, “I am Esau your firstborn; | have done just as you told me;
please arise, sit and eat of my game, that your soul may bless me.”

20 But Isaac said to his son, "How is it that you have found it so quickly, my son?"

And he said, "Because the Lorp your God brought it to me.”

21 |saac said to Jacob, "Please come near, that | may feel you, my son, whether you are

really my son Esau or not.” 22 So Jacob went near to Isaac his father, and he felt him

and said, “The voice is Jacob'’s voice, but the hands are the hands of Esau.” 23 And he
did not recognize him, because his hands were hairy like his brother Esau’s hands; so
he blessed him.

24 Then he said, “Are you really my son Esau?”
He said, "l am.”

4150 Esau hated Jacob because of the blessing with which his father blessed him, and
Esau said in his heart, “The days of mourning for my father Jare at hand; then I will kill

my brother Jacob.”

42 And the words of Esau her older son were told to Rebekah. So she sent and called
Jacob her younger son, and said to him, “Surely your brother Esau comforts himself



concerning you by intending to kill you. 43 Now therefore, my son, obey my voice:
arise, flee to my brother Laban in Haran. 44 And stay with him a few days, until your
brother’s fury turns away, 45 until your brother’s anger turns away from you, and he

forgets what you‘ have done to him; then | will send and bring you from there. Why
should | be bereaved also of you both in one day?”

46 And Rebekah said to Isaac, “I am weary of my life because of the daughters of Heth;
