Mussar Principles

1. Jealousy distorts judgment. Korah was

unable to rejoice in the role YHWH had given

him and desired the position of another.

2. Ambition can disguise itself as spirituality.
Korah spoke of holiness, but his true motivation

was power.

3. Respect divine order. Not every calling is the

same, yet every calling is necessary.

4. Humility accepts one's assigned portion.
Peace comes when a person serves faithfully

where YHWH places him.

5. Do not join a crowd merely because it is
large. Two hundred fifty leaders followed Korah

and perished.

6. Intercession is greater than accusation.

Moshe and Aharon repeatedly prayed for the

people even when criticized.
