We will examine connection of:

Luke 22:1-13, Exodus 35:1-40:38, and Ezekiel 45:16-46:18

English

The passages **Luke 22:1-13, **Exodus 35:1-40:38,

and **Ezekiel 45:16-46:18 are connected through a
shared biblical theme: the preparation of sacred
space and sacred time where Elohim dwells among
His people.

Although these passages come from different
historical contexts—Torah, Prophets, and the Gospe
narrative—they follow the same pattern:
Preparation - Sacred Order - Divine Presence.

1. Exodus 35-40 — Building the Dwelling of Elohim

English

In this section Israel constructs the Mishkan
(Tabernacle).

The people bring voluntary offerings.

Skilled craftsmen construct the sacred objects.

The priestly garments and holy vessels are
completed.

Finally the Tabernacle is assembled.

The climax appears in Exodus 40:34—-38 when the
glory of YHWH fills the Tabernacle.

The message is clear: sacred preparation invites
the Shekhinah, the divine presence.

2. Ezekiel 45:16-46:18 — Restoring Sacred Order / 0| 2% 45:16-46:18 — 15
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English

Ezekiel describes the future order of worship in the
restored Temple.

The people bring offerings for the national worship.

The Prince (Nasi) provides sacrifices on behalf of the
nation.

Specific regulations govern Sabbaths and festivals.

The vision restores the same sacred structure first
established in the Torah.

Ezekiel therefore echoes the Mishkan pattern seen in

Exodus.
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3. Luke 22:1-13 — Preparing the Passover / T7IS 3 22:1-13 — G E2HE ZH|

English

This passage describes preparation for the Passover
meal.

The Feast of Unleavened Bread approaches.
The Passover lamb must be prepared.
Two disciples are sent to prepare the meal.

A specific location is designated for the gathering.

This follows the Torah pattern of sacred preparation
before a redemptive celebration.
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Luke presents preparation for the covenant meal of F/tEeE T A HAE EH o= B
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
