The grain offering was made from simple flour, oil, and

frankincense. It teaches humility and simplicity.

Mussar lesson: Spiritual greatness does not require grand
gestures; even small acts done with pure intent are precious.

Leaven and honey were thoughts, utterance, and deeds
seeking only the arrogance by disregarding the root of

blessings, and uncontrolled pleasure.

Salt must be added to every offering. Salt symbolizes
covenant loyalty and consistency.

The peace offering was shared between YHWH, the priest,

and the one who brought it.

Mussar lesson: True peace includes harmony between

YHWH, community, and the individual.

Gratitude and celebration were central to this offering.
