Macoy joined Freemasonry in 1848 in Lebanon 

Lodge No. 191 in New York City, New York.

October 7th, 1826; “William B. Bate”  

an American Solider and Politician from the state 

of Tennessee was born.  

After the Civil War Bate established himself in 

Nashville, opened a law practice and remained 

active in politics. After leaving office as Governor, 

Bate would be appointed as US Senator and would 

serve until his death.  

Bate was a member of King Solomon Lodge #6 in 

Gallatin, Tennessee.
