A reminder that the AOH Syracuse Division Adult Christmas 

Party and 2014 AOH and LAOH Officer InstallaƟon Dinner will be 
held on Saturday, December 7th.  Event details can be found in the 
right‐hand column of this newsleƩer. 

On December 13th and 14th, our Division will aƩempt to be the 
top fundraising team for the Old Newsboys fundraiser for the 11th 
consecuƟve year.  The 82nd annual campaign seeks to raise at least 
$50,000 for the Christmas Bureau.  The Bureau distributes food, 
toys and books to more than 9,000 children and 2,850 families, 
and is a joint effort of the SalvaƟon Army and the United Way of 
Central New York.  About 400 volunteers will sell newspapers on 
street corners and at shopping malls, service staƟons, office 
buildings, and other high‐traffic locaƟons throughout Onondaga 
County.  The Syracuse Media Group/Post‐Standard donates the 
newspapers, so everything people give for the newspapers goes to 
the Christmas Bureau.  The DeWiƩ Rotary is again aƩempƟng to 
knock us out of the top spot.  The only way to beat them this year 
is for every brother to parƟcipate.  It’s a fun event and a worthy 
cause; I hope you can spare a few hours to help.  Rich Walsh will 
have more details for volunteers at the November meeƟng. 

St. Patrick’s gymnasium is not available for the Children’s 
Christmas party this year.  We are looking for an alternaƟve site 
and we will provide an update at the November meeƟng. 

We have received permission from the Diocese of Syracuse to 
place a plaque commemoraƟng an Gorta Mór (the Great Hunger) 
in the memorial garden at the Cathedral of the Immaculate 
ConcepƟon in Syracuse.  We are also negoƟaƟng with the property 
owner of the office building on the corner Franklin and 
Washington Streets (the site of the old Syracuse train staƟon) to 
place a marker commemoraƟng the 1919 visit of Eamon DeValera 
to the city.  Brother Tom Parker is coordinaƟng these efforts and 
will update us at the November meeƟng. 

Planning for next summer’s bus trip to Grosse Île, Quebec is 
under way.  We are looking at a July or August trip.  To keep the 
cost per person low we have to fill the bus.  The trip will be open 
to outside groups aŌer all interested AOH members and families 
have booked their spots.  We will have a private tour of the island 
and its quaranƟne staƟon, where more than 10,000 Irish men, 
women and children died in the 1840s during the mass 
immigraƟon to Canada caused by the arƟficial famine at home.  
More specific informaƟon will be presented at future meeƟngs. 

Join me in welcoming recently reinstated AOH Syracuse Division 
members Judge Joseph Fahey and Terence Maddison.  Let’s push 
to increase our membership to our 2013 target of 300.  It’s not out 
of reach.  We have two months to go.  Ask your friends and 
neighbors of Irish birth or descent.  AOH membership 
requirements and our Division’s applicaƟon are available on our 
website (www.syraoh.com).
