@ Fahad Rashid Nasser Burusli is considered to be the first Kuwaiti @
poet, who was born in 1918. In his youth, he began to organise poetry

in the way it was back then. In the second stage of his youth, he began

to write poetry in the Kuwaiti dialect. He touched in his poetry what

Kuwaiti people can relate to. The poet wrote about the crises of his era

such as the water and finance crisis.

He was overwhelmed by his fame for dealing with sensitive
topics that are linked to the citizen life. His poetry served as a reflective
mirror of the social and political situationsin the Kuwaiti society for the
scarcity of magazines and newspapers in his time. Many of the coun-
try’sdignitaries and those with power were in constant contact with him
to listen to him reciting his poems. Fahad Burusli passed away in 1960.

The Diva of Iragi Magam (Melodic M odes)

FaridaM ohammadAli AlAsadi was
born in Karbala in 1963. She started
singing in the radio group in 1979 and
was influence in her beginnings by the
singers Zuhoor Hussain and Salima
Murad. She enrolled in the Institute
of Musical studies and learned the
origins and basics of Al Magamat
(melodic modes — single magam)
at the hands of Mr. Shuobi Ibrahim
and excelled in Baghdadi singing.
Al Asadi memorized 21 magam and
performed them in a beautiful pure voice and has the ability to perform
Al Abothiya (a style of performed poetry known in Irag).

Farida Mohammad Ali left her mark in the fields of Iragi magqam
specialy, and Iragi singing in general. She stands in the front lines as
one of the best Iragi female voices.

Her talent was supported by an academic career in music, as she
studied singing at the Baghdad Conservatory. That, alongside her
powerful and wide range of voice, which reaches two octavesin Arabic
music, helped her perform a wide range of Iragi magamat, which
reached 20 magam. After graduating top 10 of her class, she was offered
ateaching position to teach the subject of magam at the same institute
by professor Muneer Basheer. That made her the first female to occupy
this position, teaching Iragi magam between 1990 and 1997.
