Minutes of Previous Meetings:

Treasurer’s Report:

Bill gave a verbal Treasurer’s Report and a copy was sent by e-mailed to all of the board members. A motion was made by Tammy and seconded by Tressa to approve the report.  The motion carried unanimously.  Kennette had concerns regarding the savings account and Bill is the only signer. If anything happened where Bill would not be available or is incapacitated no one would be able to transfer money for the account to pay the department bills. Bill said that an audit is not necessary unless we earn more then $50,000.00 and at that time we should take it to a Certified Public Accountant for an audit. 
Fire Chief’s Report:  

Chief Youngren submitted his monthly report.  Chief stated that the department received donations from Robert W and Rebecca Leggen with the Kennel Club Pam got her dog Justice certified as Go Team Therapy Crisis and Airport Dogs in Colorado for the Gravel Locos bicycle race. The contract for the Roads and Bridges to do repairs on the fire equipment would cost the fire department $75.00. The contract was signed by the president Kennette and the secretary Tammy. The Department has the gel nasal spray dispensers of Narcan to stop drug overdose. 
Fire Chief’s Report continued:  

They will be placed in the trucks.  Tressa and Chief met with Shannon Byerly regarding CRRF 
Agreements we are in the system for local and regional mutual aid. The department would get $2000.00 per day if they need one of our brush trucks. Tressa will be doing the Salamanders. Julie and Tammy will be on the Salamander as Red Creek Support Staff to ensure that they can access the crew to deliver water, food or anything they might need if there is a fire. They will need to be dressed appropriately. Joe Kennedy is coming back on the fire department and he will be Red 7 this will make Lu Toxvard Red 2 and Ed Carlson Red 3. Chief is working on getting the red cards.  Pueblo County Purchasing Department will be hopefully getting us our brush truck soon. New roster sheets will be updated and out to the department. The fire department received a plaque from Gravel Locos. A motion was made by Bill and seconded by Kennette to approve the Chief’s report. The motion carried unanimously.
Medical Report:  

Chief Youngren submitted his monthly medical report.  Justin discussed in detail his report verbally with the members present. 

 Old Business:
· Gravel Locos bicycle race was a success and the Department received a $10,000.00 check. We need to do the foundation and floors for the building addition to include stubbing in plumbing and electrical. We will contract the contractor about doing the first step, find out the cost and set up the phases for the construction.
