Committee Reports
SUNSHINE/ MEMBERSHIP – Sandi Bemenderfer

Sandi proposed we initiate a standard practice of sending cards and flowers when someone on the point has lost a direct family member. We agreed to adopt this with an NTE budget of $50 and target of $30 per.
PLAYGROUND – Steve for Bob Hirsch 

We had agreed to purchase a “play at your own risk” signs. Bob will purchase additional signs.
Bob purchased a new tether ball which lasted only 1 month (typical lifetime is ~ 1 year). Residents saw the ball being bitten and destroyed by a dog. Bob will purchase a new ball and treat it with an animal deterrent.
Lights on the flagpole are becoming dim. Bob will purchase new rechargeable batteries and he and George H. (and Onno if needed) will install.

Kevin suggested we purchase a corn hole toss to increase usage of the playground. We discussed need for “municipal playground” quality and permanently affixed location. Bob will check prices and report back.

History Walk: June 24 10:00; no rain date yet. Cindy will check whether Tim will be adding anything new since the last walk. Steve will send a notice when we have the details. Maybeth offered to have people gather at her house at the close of the walk.

George suggested we consider a talk on native American history and use of the point as a future “event” similar to Tim C’s history walks. (South Kingstown has been doing these as part of their 300th anniversary celebration). George will reach out for additional information.

Cindy still retains the PPA archives and suggested we display them after the walk. It was proposed we could do this at the Christmas party- safer to do this at an indoor location…
Summer Cocktail Parties will be held at the beach 6/17, rain date 6/24, and 7/29, rain date 8/5.
Fireworks NK fireworks are planned for 7/3 or 7/5 depending on weather.

Paving Paving of top layer on Elgin, Wright, Lawton and Madison has begun and will not include any dry wells.
Other Business—

Speeding on Steamboat Peg brought up the problem with speeders on Steamboat. We discussed things that have been done in the past. We agreed to draft a petition requesting the town to take “traffic calming measures” on Steamboat. We will have the petition available for signing at the June cocktail party. Bill and Mary Ann will draft the petition.

Raft off the Poplar Point Beach
Onno spoke with the harbormaster. He is not opposed to the idea of a raft but he said that section of the harbor is very shallow and that in that area moorings drag or go missing after every bad storm. He said if we put in a raft it would need to be made of hard plastic (not wood) and be removed before every Nor’easter. There was some discussion about the logistics of removing and securing a raft before every storm and whether we really needed one. Tony said he’s seen hard plastic rafts advertised by Defender Industries. We agreed that Tony would research this and send a link to Steve and we will discuss at a future meeting.
Holiday Party
Mary Ann suggested that we need to start planning earlier this year and suggested we book a date with the town to use the community center. She researched this last year but there were no dates available. 
Details: Cost to rent the entire center (for an NK resident) Is $60/hr or $250/day. If you can prove you are a non-profit rate is half
Cost to rent the kitchen is $40/day
They have ~12 8 foot long tables and over 100 chairs- included in rental fee
They do not have linens or tableware/glasses
You can serve alcohol if you have insurance (same as we have had in the past)
They require a deposit but do not cash the check until the time of the event. You can cancel and get your money back at any time. We agreed that we should book it for December 2 if it’s available. Cat suggested it would be nicer for mingling to have “heavy” appetizers rather than a sit-down dinner and the group agreed this would be nice. We will form a working group to plan this.
