The annual Scholastic Book Fair kicks off on July 9 at Vista
Grande Library. Summer Reading participants can turn in
their reading log and pick out a FREE book! Books are also
available for purchase. This popular event is sponsored
every year by the Friends of the Library. 

The Friends maintain small book collections in two Casa
Grande laundromats, making children’s books available to
children who have little access to books at home. While
waiting, children and caregivers are invited to enjoy a book,
take it home to read, and pass it on to another child. This is
part of a national movement supported by the Laundromat
Library League. Durable metal signs were recently created for
each laundromat library. New books are added regularly.  
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Focus on Collections - Kanopy
Kanopy is an on-demand streaming video platform that offers over
30,000 films, TV shows, educational videos, and documentaries. The
service is free for users, but content owners and content creators
are paid on a pay-per-view model by subscribing libraries. Kanopy's
subdivision, Kanopy Kids, includes children's programming. Kanopy
is part of the library’s Overdrive Advantage suite which the Friends
help support. Kanopy can be viewed on a computer, mobile device,
or television via a web browser or on a Kanopy mobile app.
