DON’T MISS A STEP

1. Without Information → No Revelation
2. Without Revelation → Application is Shallow



DON’T MISS A STEP

3. Without Application → Inspiration is Fleeting
4. Without Inspiration → Transformation is Unsustainable
5. Without Transformation → Christian Witness is Powerless
• Con: No visible fruit; people see no difference in the believer’s life.
