 canned tuna, salmon, chicken  
 cooking oil - canola or olive 
 unsweetened applesauce, dried and canned fruit 
 canned vegetables 

 Peanut and other nut butters 
 Rolled oats, whole grain cereals 
 Powdered milk 
 Canned soup, tomatoes and sauce 
 Honey, brown sugar 
 Chicken or beef stock 
 Toilet paper, feminine products, diapers 
 

Consider what kinds of products don’t need added 
ingredients, i.e., you can’t use Hamburger Helper if 
you have no hamburger, but you can make a casserole 
with  noodles, cream of mushroom soup, and tuna. 
Share your own suggestions at Announcements or 
coffee hour. Our collection will start December 5.
