AN ORDINANCE
An Ordinance to adopt a Cybersecurity Program and declaring an emergency to exist.
WHEREAS, in accordance with Ohio Revised Code section 9.64, enacted through House Bill 96, the city is required to adopt a cybersecurity program that safeguards its date, IT systems, and resources to ensure confidentiality, availability, and integrity; and


WHEREAS, the law mandates use of generally accepted cybersecurity best practices including frameworks such as the NIST (National Institute of Standards and Technology) Cybersecurity Framework and the Center for Internet Security (“CIS”) best practices; and


WHEREAS, Council, having reviewed the recommendation of the City’s IT Coordinator, the City hereby adopts the Cybersecurity Plan as outlined by BAS, the city’s primary cybersecurity authority that aligns with NIST CSF (ID.GV-1, ID.GV-2), NIST SP 800-53, and CIS Control 17 standards scaled to city operations. 

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Fostoria, Seneca, Hancock, and Wood Counties, Ohio:


SECTION 1. The Council of the City of Fostoria, Ohio hereby adopts the recommended Cybersecurity Plan drafted by BAS, which is now on file in the Mayor’s office for review. approves and enacts this Fund Carryover Balance Policy to maintain adequate financial reserves for the General Fund and the Enterprise Funds.  

SECTION 2. BAS shall lead cybersecurity governance under executive oversight from the City Administration. The City Administration shall approve policies and ensure compliance with municipal and state requirements. Governance meetings will occur quarterly and on an ad hoc basis during significant incidents or infrastructure changes. 

SECTION 3. It is found and determined that all formal actions of this Council concerning and relating to the adoption of this ordinance were adopted in an open meeting of this Council, and that all deliberations of this Council and any of its committees that resulted in such formal actions were in meetings open to the public, and in compliance with all legal requirements including Section 121.22 of the Ohio Revised Code.

SECTION 4.
This Ordinance is declared to be an emergency measure necessary for the preservation of the public health, safety and welfare, to ensure adequate financial reserves in the City budget.  

THEREFORE, upon the affirmative vote of two-thirds (2/3) of all members elected to Council and signature by the Mayor, this Ordinance shall go into immediate force and effect.
