AN ORDINANCE

Authorizing the City of Fostoria to participate in the BFI Waste Services Class Action settlement, and declaring an emergency to exist.

	WHEREAS, a proposed class action settlement has been reached in lawsuits alleging that BFI Waste Services, LLC and several of their corporate affiliates increased their prices for waste hauling and recycling services by a amount in excess of that allowed; and,

	WHEREAS, the City of Fostoria may be a settlement class member and may be eligible for payment under the proposed settlement.

	NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Fostoria, Seneca, Hancock, and Wood Counties, Ohio:

SECTION 1.  The Council of the City of Fostoria hereby authorizes participation in the BFI Waste Services Class Action settlement and hereby authorizes the Director of Law to take all necessary steps for participation.

SECTION 2.  It is found and determined that all formal actions of this Council concerning and relating to the adoption of this ordinance were adopted in an open meeting of this Council, and that all deliberations of this Council and any of its committees that resulted in such formal actions were in meetings open to the public, and in compliance with all legal requirements including Section 121.22 of the Ohio Revised Code

SECTION 3.	This ordinance is declared to be an emergency measure necessary for the immediate preservation of the public health, safety and welfare.  The reason for such emergency is to meet certain settlement deadlines.
