ORDINANCE
Adopting and Amending ordinance No. 2024-105 (Permanent 2025 Appropriations) by appropriating from unappropriated funds in the General Fund and declaring an emergency to exist.
BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Fostoria, Seneca, Hancock, and Wood Counties, Ohio:
SECTION 1:   That ordinance N0. 2024-105 (Permanent 2025 Appropriations) passed December 17, 2024, be, and the same is hereby amended as delineated in the following sections:
SECTION 2:  That Twenty Thousand Dollars ($20,000) be appropriated from unappropriated funds to 101.100.531700 General Fund Police – Other Contractual Services for ProPhoenix support through Seneca County Sheriff’s Department.


That One Thousand Five Hundred Dollars ($1,500) be appropriated from unappropriated funds in 101.730.541100 General Fund Legal Dept. Office Supplies for Law Director computers.


That Twelve Thousand Five Hundred Dollars ($12,500) be appropriated from unappropriated funds in 101.780.559001 Furniture and Fixtures General Administration for the installation of security cameras and locks for the front entrance of municipal building.



That Four Hundred Fifty Dollars ($450) be appropriated from unappropriated funds in 101.799.531215 for Software Maintenance on front entrance security system.



That Sixteen Thousand Dollars ($16,000) be appropriated from unappropriated funds in 101.100.559001 Equipment for the Police Traffic Control Trailer.



That Fifty-two Thousand Six Hundred Dollars ($52,600) be appropriated from unappropriated funds in 101.780.531240 Lease Payments for a Street Sweeper.


SECTION 3: 
     That this ordinance shall be published in accordance with applicable Ohio Law.
SECTION 4:
It is found and determined that all formal actions of this council concerning and relating to the adoption of this resolution were adopted in an open meeting of this Council, and that all deliberations of this Council and any of its committees that resulted in such formal actions were in meetings open to the public, and in compliance with all legal requirements including Section 121.22 of the Ohio Revised Code.
