A Resolution
An Resolution amending Resolution 2020-14 (Establishing a Cash and Accounting Policy) whereby Resolution 2020-14 established a $200 petty cash fund for the police department.
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Fostoria, Seneca, Hancock, and Wood Counties, Ohio:
SECTION 1.  The Police Department does not need a Petty Cash Fund and thus can be removed from the Cash and Accounting Policy.

Establish a Cash Drawer for the Police Department with a limit of $75.00 In consideration of the small amount of receipts received in the Police Department, all receipts must be deposited at a minimum of once per week, or anytime the cash drawer exceeds the $75.00 limit.  All other policies and procedures noted in Resolution 2020-14 apply to this cash drawer.

SECTION 2.
That this ordinance shall be published in accordance with applicable Ohio Law.
SECTION 3.
It is found and determined that all formal actions of this Council concerning and relating to the adoption of this ordinance were adopted in an open meeting of this Council, and that all deliberations of this Council and any of its committees that resulted in such formal actions were in meetings open to the public, and in compliance with all legal requirements including Section 121.22 of the Ohio Revised Code.
SECTION 4.  This ordinance is hereby declared to be an emergency measure necessary for the immediate preservation of public health, safety and welfare, the reason for such emergency being the necessity to provide for efficient and effective management of the Funds and shall take effect at the earliest time allowed by law after its passage. 

THEREFORE, upon the affirmative vote of two-thirds (2/3) of all members elected to council, and signature by the Mayor, this ordinance shall go into immediate force and effect.
