AN ORDINANCE
Granting consent to the Director of Transportation of the State of Ohio, and authorizing the Mayor, on behalf of the City of Fostoria, Ohio, hereinafter referred to as the Local Public Agency (LPA), to enter into contracts with the Director of Transportation necessary to complete described microsurfacing projects, and declaring an emergency to exist.
WHEREAS, the State of Ohio and the LPA has identified the need for the described project, being microsurfacing on SR 12 from the east corporation limit of Findlay to the west corporation limit of Fostoria.
WHEREAS, a portion of the described project is within the City corporation limits.

WHEREAS, the Council consents to said project, and desires to authorize the Mayor to cooperate with the Director of Transportation in the described project and to enter into all relevant agreements.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Fostoria, Seneca, Hancock, and Wood Counties, Ohio:
SECTION 1.
Being in the public interest, the LPA grants consent to the Director of Transportation, State of Ohio, to complete the above described project.
SECTION 2.
The LPA shall cooperate with the Director of Transportation, State of Ohio in the above-described project as follows:  
ODOT and FHWA shall assume and bear 100% of the necessary costs of the State’s highway improvement project. In the event that the City requests certain features or appurtenances to be included within the State’s highway improvement project’s design and construction, and which features and appurtenances are determined by the State to be not necessary for the State’s project, the City shall contribute 100% of the cost of these items.
SECTION 3.
The LPA agrees that all right-of-way required (if applicable) for the described project will be acquired and/or made available in accordance with current State and Federal regulations. The LPA also understands that right-of-way costs include eligible utility costs.
The LPA agrees that all utility accommodations, relocations and reimbursements will comply with the current provisions of 23 CFR 65 and the ODOT Utilities Manual.

SECTION 4.
The LPA shall maintain the right-of-way, keeping it free of obstructions; and hold said right-of-way inviolate for public highway purposes.

SECTION 5.  The Mayor of the City of Fostoria, Ohio is hereby authorized, empowered and directed, on behalf of the City, to enter into agreements with the Director of Transportation necessary to complete the above described project. 
SECTION 6.
It is found and determined that all formal actions of this Council concerning and relating to the adoption of this ordinance were adopted in an open meeting of this Council, and that all deliberations of this Council and any of its committees that resulted in such formal actions were in meetings open to the public, and in compliance with all legal requirements including Section 121.22 of the Ohio Revised Code. 

SECTION 6.
This ordinance is hereby declared to be an emergency measure to expedite the highway project and to promote highway safety. The reason for this emergency is that certain deadlines must be met.
THEREFORE, upon the affirmative vote of two-thirds (2/3) of all members elected to Council, and signature by the Mayor, this resolution shall go into immediate force and effect.
