A RESOLUTION
AUTHORIZING THE SEASONAL CLOSURE OF THE ALLEY LOCATED AT 210 SOUTH MAIN STREET FOR SPECIAL EVENTS, AND DECLARING AN EMERGENCY.
WHEREAS, the City of Fostoria has received a proper and complete event permit application requesting the seasonal closure of the alley located at 210 South Main Street; and

WHEREAS, the proposed closure is intended to support permitted events and related activities that promote public engagement, economic vitality, and community use of the downtown area; and

WHEREAS, City staff have reviewed the application and determined that the requested closure can be safely accommodated with appropriate conditions; and

WHEREAS, the applicant has requested that the closure be authorized for the period beginning April 1 and ending November 1, for the 2026 season;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City of Fostoria, Seneca, Hancock, and Wood Counties, Ohio:

Section 3. This resolution shall take effect and be in full force from and after its passage as provided by law.
SECTION 1:  The alley located at 210 South Main Street is hereby approved for seasonal closure from April 1 through November 1, 2026, pursuant to the event permit application submitted and approved by the City.

SECTION 2: The closure shall be subject to all conditions, safety requirements, and operational guidelines established by the Safety‑Service Director, Police Department, Fire Division, and any other applicable City authority.

SECTION 3: The applicant shall be responsible for all barricades, signage, maintenance of access for emergency vehicles, and compliance with all applicable laws and regulations.
SECTION 4:
It is found and determined that all formal actions of this council concerning and relating to the adoption of this resolution were adopted in an open meeting of this Council, and that all deliberations of this Council and any of its committees that resulted in such formal actions were in meetings open to the public, and in compliance with all legal requirements including Section 121.22 of the Ohio Revised Code.
SECTION 4:
This resolution is declared to be an emergency measure necessary for the preservation of the public health, safety and welfare.  The reason for such emergency is to provide downtown businesses with the opportunity to maximize utilization for the 2026 season.
THEREFORE, upon the affirmative vote of two-thirds (2/3) of all members elected to Council and signature by the Mayor, this resolution shall go into immediate force and effect.
