He founded the Dolhun Clinic, the Dolhun
Clinic Pre-Medical Internship Program, and Doctors Outreach,
a 501(c)(3) medical not-for-profit. He was co-director of
Ethnicity and Medicine at Stanford University from 2000-
2018. Dr. Dolhun is Adjunct Professor at the College of Health
Sciences at Marquette University. He is the recipient of the
2017 Mayo Clinic Alumni Association Humanitarian Award.
