I
was known as “Gregg”. I was the only PNSN in the
whole Seabees unit that ran a road grader. The guy
leaning out the window looks like it could be a guy
named Shaw. That is to the best of my knowledge,
I’'m not 100% sure. The picture above it was our
headquarters building. The fireplace you see was
built in the winter and the ground was frozen solid.

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During the spring thaw, it started leaning about 20°
and it cracked. I worked in that building as a Per-
sonnelman until they were shorthanded for equip-
ment operators. They asked if any of us could run
equipment. [ told them that, being from a farm, I
ran tractors and graders. He said, “Son, you got
yourself a road grader job!” I was there - K-3 and
K-6 from December ‘52 through October ‘53......
from Marshall Williams: I’'m enclosing a check
for my dues [thanks]. I don’t know about the re-
union yet. I hope I can make it. I would like to see
a couple old high school classmates of mine that
live in Vegas. T’ll try to get my health up to par.
You remember 2001 in San Antone. The food got
to me. I ate at the Pig Pen and the next morning I
went to the hospital. I'm allergic to a lot of foods
and have to stick to the basics when I travel. But,
we’ll see later if I can make it to Las Vegas. I was
with CBD 1804, MCB 2, then MCB 11 at Cubi
Point in ‘53 & ‘54...... from Dwight Yetter: I see
my name is not on the last Good Guy List, so I
must not have paid my dues for 2005. Enclosed is
my check and sorry to be late. [that’s OK. You're
paid up now. Thanks]...... from Richard Fair-
banks: I noted that I wasn’t one of the Good Guys
so will rectify that [thanks]. I doubt that I will ever
get to another reunion. I was one of the WW 1I
retreads and was called up for Korea. I was in for-
mation when MCB 2 was activated. I went to the
Aleutians with MCB 3 but left them in Hueneme
before the Philippines. Went with CBD 1804 just
as they became CBMU 1 at K-6...... from Hark
Ketels: I have many fond memories of MCB 2 in
the P.I. Good friends, great work experience, and
the opportunity to see other parts of the world.
Hopefully, Some day I can attend one of your re-
unions [Las Vegas is close, Hark! Don’t miss the
chance!]...... from Richard Swallow: I have just
completed an 8-day Seabee exhibit at the Moving
Wall in Tulsa, Oklahoma.
