GEEDUNK - To most sailors the word geedunk meaasieam, candy, potato chips and other assortettsnar even
the place where they can be purchased. No one Meoweows for certain where the term originatad, there are several
plausible theories:

1.) In the 1920's a comic strip character namealddreen and his friends spent a great amountraf &t Pop's candy
store. The store's owner called it The Geedunkefasons never explained.

2.) The Chinese word meaning a place of idlenessd®something like gee dung.
3.) Geedunk is the sound made by a vending maettiea it dispenses a soft drink in a cup.

4.)) It may be derived from the German word tunk miegto dip or sop either in gravy or coffee. Dunkivas a com-
mon practice in days when bread, not always ohdidfiressh, needed a bit of tunking to soften it. Gleds a German
unaccented prefix denoting repetition. In time #&nmhave changed from getunk to geedunk. Whateearyhve use to
explain geedunk’s origin, it doesn't alter the fhet Navy people are glad it all got started.

UNIFORM REGULATIONS - The first uniform instructioior the U.S. Navy was issued by the Secretary af %h 24
August 1791. It provided a distinctive dress far tificers who would command the ships of the Faldéavy. The in-
struction did not include a uniform for the enlgtaan, although there was a degree of uniformitye isual dress of a
seaman was made up of a short jacket, shirt, e trousers, and a black low-crowned hat.

FOULED ANCHOR - The fouled anchor as a naval insigyot its start as the seal of the Lord Howaré&fhgham. He
was the Lord Admiral of England at the time of thedeat of the Spanish Armada in 1588. During tleisqul the personal
seal of a great officer of state was adopted asdhéof his office. The fouled anchor still rensaihe official seal of the
Lord High Admiral of Great Britain. When this ofidoecame part of the present Board of Admiralty,ssal was retained
on buttons, official seals, and cap badges. The Na8y's adoption of this symbol and many othetaus can be directly
attributed to the influence of British Naval tradit. The fouled anchor is among them.

THE CPO FOULED ANCHOR - The Fouled Anchor is thebdem of the Rate of Chief Petty Officer of the WmitStates
Navy. Attached to the Anchor is a length of chaid ¢he letters U.S.N.

KHAKI - Originated in 1845 in India where Britistokliers soaked white uniforms in mud, coffee, aadycpowder to
blend in with the landscape. Khakis made their d@bthe U.S. Navy in 1912 when they were worn byal aviators, and
were adopted for submarines in 1931. In 1941 theyMaproved khakis for on-station wear by senidicefs, and soon
after Pearl Harbor chiefs and officers were autteatito wear khakis ashore on liberty.

BROWN SHOES - In 1913 high laced shoes of tan &dirst appeared in Uniform Regulations and wernarized for
wear by aviators with khakis. The color changedugset brown in 1922. Uniforms exclusive to theaigh community
were abolished in the 1920's and reinstated il®38's. The authorized color of aviators shoesahamated between

brown and black since then.

BELL BOTTOM TROUSERS - Commonly believed that theusers were introduced in 1817 to permit men licliem
above the knee when washing down the decks andke iheasier to remove them in a hurry when fotoeabandon ship
or when washed overboard. The trousers may beassadife preserver by knotting the legs and swigghem over your
head to fill the legs with air.

THIRTEEN BUTTONS ON TROUSERS - There is no relasibip between the 13 buttons on the trousers antixhe
original colonies. Before 1894, the trousers hdg saven buttons and in the early 1800's they aduttons. It wasn't
until the broad fall front was enlarged that thebL®ons were added to the uniform and only thesdith symmetry of de-
sign.

FLAT HATS - First authorized in 1852 the flat haasveliminated on 1 April 1963 due to non-availahkgerials. The
original hats had unit names on the front, howeweit, names were taken off in January 1941.

WHITE HAT - In 1852 a white cover was added to $lft visorless blue hat. In 1866 a white sennewstrat was author-
ized as an additional item. During the 1880's théan'sailors hat" appeared as a low rolled brighhilomed item made
of wedge shaped pieces of canvas to replace e bit. The canvas was eventually replaced byrtaisca cheaper more
comfortable material. Many complaints on the gyaditd construction led to modifications endingha turrently used
white hat.

JUMPER FLAPS - The collar originated as a protectover for the jacket to protect it from the geeas powder nor-
mally worn by seamen to hold hair in place.

STRIPES AND STARS ON JUMPER UNIFORMS - On 18 Jayu#76, Rear Admiral Stephen B. Luce recommended a
collar with stars and stripes as a substituteHerdain collar used on the frocks of seamen. Thigges on the collar was
proposed for all grades, with the stripes on tHésdo indicated grade. One stripe for E-1, etc.

DISTINGUISHING MARKS/RATING BADGES - In 1841, insiga called "distinguishing marks" were first prébed as
part of the official uniform. An eagle and anchartdem, forerunner of the rating badge, was the diigtinguishing mark.
In 1886 rating badges were established, and sonspddalty marks were also provided to cover theoua ratings. On 1
April 1893, petty officers were reclassified and tlating of chief petty officer was establishedtilltP49 rating badges
were worn on the right or left sleeve, dependingvbiether the person concerned was on the starloogualt watch.

MEN'S NECKERCHIEF - The black neckerchief or banuafirst appeared as early as the 16th centuryvasdutilized
as a sweat band and collar closure. Black wasrémdominant color as it was practical and did natlily show dirt. There
is no truth to the myth that the black neckerchias designed as a sign of mourning for Admiral bieks death.

NECKERCHIEF SQUARE KNOT - There is no historicaysificance to the knot other that it being a knadely used by
sailors which presents a uniform appearance.

DUNGAREES - In 1901 regulations authorized thet fuse of denim jumpers and trousers, and the 18d@ations origi-
nally permitted the dungaree outfit to be used dth Iofficers and enlisted with the hat of the day.

DITTY BAG - Ditty bag (or box) was originally calieditto bag because it contained at least two efyghing: two nee-
dles, two spools of thread, two buttons, etc. \iligh passing of years, the 'ditto’ was droppedvarfaf ditty and remains
so today. Before WW |, the Navy issued ditty bomesde of wood and styled after foot lockers. Theseed the personal
gear and some clothes of the sailor. Today thg bi#g is still issued to recruits and containsweirsg kit, toiletry articles
and personal items such as writing paper and pens.

CLOTHES STOPS - A small diameter cord, approximaie inches, used to tie laundry to a clothesJinbe early Navy
clothes pin. Issued in recruit training until 1973.

ENLISTED WOMEN - The first enlisted women's unifokas comprised of a single breasted coat, bluantewand
white in summer, long gull bottomed skirts andraight-brimmed sailor hat, blue felt in winter amtlite straw in sum-
mer, black shoes and stockings.

BOATSWAIN'S PIPE - No self-respecting boatswainatenwould dare admit he couldn't blow his pipe manner above
reproach. This pipe, which is the emblem of thetdwwain and his mates, has an ancient and integesistory. On the
ancient row-galleys, the boatswain used his pipsatithe stroke. Later, because its shrill tuneldde heard above most
of the activity on board, it was used to signalamas happenings such as knock-off and the boamfindficials. So essen-
tial was this signaling device to the well-beingtud ship that it became a badge of office and honthe British and
American Navy of the sailing ships.

AVIATION GREEN UNIFORM - In September 1917 the "Estry” Green uniform of the U.S. Marine Corps wathar-
ized for aviation officers as a winter working wniin. The earliest use of the uniform by enlistechro@me in 1941 when
chief petty officers designated as Naval Aviatigiote were authorized to wear the uniform. In Now&m1985 Aviation
Working Greens were authorized for wear by womethéaviation community.

NAVY GRAY UNIFORMS - Gray uniforms in the same syds khaki were first introduced on 16 April 1943aa offi-
cers uniform. On 3 June 1943 the uniform was exddnd include Chief Petty Officers. On 31 March 4@60ks and
stewards were permitted to wear the gray uniforh®e Wavy abolished use of "grays" on 15 October 1949

COCKED HAT - A hat worn by officers with ceremoniahiforms commonly refereed to as a "fore andladt’: During
the 1700's the hat was worn parallel to the shos)drit in the 1800's was modified to be worn wlih points to the front
and back. Wearing of the Cocked Hat was discontirare12 October 1940.

TATTOOS - A tattoo of a pig on one leg of a saémd a rooster (cock) on the other is a charm agdinsvning.

ANCHORS AWEIGH - Music written by Bandmaster Liedimmerman. In 1906, Lieut. Zimmerman was approddhe
Midshipman First Class Alfred Hart Miles with a texpt for a new march. As a member of the Clas907 1Miles and
his classmates "were eager to have a piece of nhatievould be inspiring, one with a swing to itisoould be used as a
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football marching song, and one that would liveefear."
FIRST FEMALE CHIEF PETTY OFFICER - YNC Loretta Pectus Walsh.

SPLICE THE MAIN BRACE - "Splice the main brace, hiinds forward to" is a summons to an extra ratfagrog for
work well done. From the book Sailor's Treasurypy Frank Shay, Copyright 1951.

DAVY JONES - Davy Jones and His Locker American@aiwould rather not talk about Davy Jones andrtiamous
locker. They are ready enough to refer to him a@adlwelling place, but just leave him an indefinit@bodied character
who keeps to his place at the bottom of the sessded, they will profess that they do not know wieakooks like, his
locker is to them something like an ordinary seastlor coffin, always open to catch any sailor tfmate enough to find
himself in the sea. Some English sailors inclinthmbelief that his name is a corruption of Duffenes, a clumsy fellow
who frequently found himself overboard. The onigdi Davy comes to life is in the ceremony of crogsire line. Then he
is usually impersonated by the smallest sailor @erdh, given a hump, horns and a tail, and his featmade as ugly as
possible.

Scut-
tle describes what most rumors accomplish if nah&ship, at least to morale. Butt describes thtemcask where men
naturally congregated, and that's where most rugetrstarted.

SHOW A LEG - In the British Navy of King George ,Ithany sailor's wives accompanied them on long gegaTo avoid
dragging the wrong "mate" out of the rack at rdgethe bo’sun asked all to "show a leg". If thg Weore silk, it's owner
was allowed to sleep in. If the leg was hairy aattbbed, the owner was forced to "turn to."

DEVIL TO PAY - Originally this denoted a specifiagk aboard ship such as caulking the ship's lorsgesh. The "Devil"
was the longest seam on the ship and caulking was dith "pay" or pitch. This grueling task was pieed by every sea-
man and the expression came to denote any unptdasin

KEELHAUL - An extreme punishment given in which affender was tied hand and foot, with heavy weigtttached to
his body. He was slowly lowered over the ship's sidd dragged under the ship's hull. If he dicwwt, which was usu-
ally the case, then barnacles usually ripped hausing him to bleed to death.

SKYLARKING - Originally, skylarking described thenics of young Navymen who climbed and slid dowa llackstays
for fun. Since the ancient word "lac" means "toypland the games started high in the masts, the wexs "skylacing."
Later, corruption of the word changed it to "skklag".

NAVY MASCOTS - the navy mascot's name is Bill XXVK28), there have been 2 cats, 1 dog, 1 carrgggr. Goats
have been the mascot since 1904.

TAR - was given to sailors because in the old dagg used to tar their clothing to make it wategbro
