Arizona’s archery deer season opens next
week. Some units are no longer open for the over-
the-counter archery deer tag, so be sure to check
the regulations before you head out.

If you fill that OTC tag, remember that all archery
deer nonpermit-tag hunters must report their deer
harvest online at
http://www.azgfd.gov/ArcheryDeerReport or by
telephone at 623-236-7961within 48 hours of taking
a deer.
