The TippyTalker receives 
the message and can 
reply to it.

The recipient receives the 
message and can respond, 
including with media files.

The TippyTalker chooses 
what they want to say and to 
whom.

Messaging



➔ A TippyTalker community 
participant can chat with the 
TippyTalker in their app. They can 
send:

- A text message, which will be 
spoken to the TippyTalker by 
the application;

- An audio message;
- Photo and video files.

Messages in Verbal User Mode



Messages in TippyTalker Mode
➔ The TippyTalker can chat with 

community participants and 
choose the interlocutor from the 
main screen of the application. 

➔ Text messages can be voiced 
multiple times using a red button. 
You can turn auto- reading of text 
messages on or off.

➔ The message history for the 
TippyTalker is not saved; messages 
disappear after closing. You can 
also configure auto-sending of 
messages.
