Here is your checklist to prepare for your tour(s):     
 

o Admission charges:   Minimum cost per tour is $300.  This $300 pays for up to twenty-five 
students and two adults.  The cost is $13 for each student over the count of twenty-five and 
each additional adult over the count of two.  You have paid a $100 deposit per tour.  This will be 
applied to the total cost of your tours.  Please have payment on the day of your tour. Cash, 
checks (made out to The Youth Museum) or credit cards (Visa, MasterCard, Discover & 
American Express) are accepted.     
 

o During the tour students will participate in skits.  Please fill out the form CHARACTER SHEETS 
with the same name on both sides of the list.  Please print the students’ names and bring 
the completed sheets with you the day of your visit -OR- you may choose to not fill out 
the character sheets and our docents will ask for volunteers for the skits. 

 
o Plan your arrival at the Museum so that the tour can be started at the scheduled time.  A full tour 

takes approximately two hours.  If we are unable to start the tour on time for any reason, 
part of the tour may, by necessity, be omitted to meet our reservation schedule. 

 
o We are not equipped to handle picnics on our grounds.  Picnic tables are available in Laurel
