Are you willing to change?

First let me apologize for the interruption of our devotionals. Our family has recently gone through some major life changes. First, our youngest daughter has moved on to college life. My wife and I have moved to the neighborhood where our Church and ministry are located, and we have put our house up for sale. You can imagine the challenges we are facing. Which leads me to ask you: how do you feel when someone wants you to change things in your life to accommodate them? Sometimes life adjustments do not sit very well with us. The truth is we often need to make major adjustments in our lives to join God in what He is doing. 

You may be asking yourself what else do I have to do? How much more do I have to change in my life? Jesus tells us “If anyone wants to come with me, he must deny himself, take up the cross daily and follow me (Luke 9:23).” This does not imply that you follow Jesus when you feel like it, or only on good days but, daily and in all things. 

To get from where you are to where God is, will require adjustments. These adjustments may relate to your thinking, circumstances, relationships, commitments, actions, beliefs or location. 


Moses had to make adjustments in his life and as he oriented his life to God. Like you and me, Moses tried to debate with God before he became convinced that God could do everything He said He would do (Exodus 4:1-13). Then Moses had to leave his home, extended family and his job and move to Egypt (Exodus 4:18-31). You may be thinking “well, that was Moses” but, the Bible is full of people who had to make adjustments in their lives. There was Noah, Mary (Jesus’ mother), the disciples and Paul, just to name a few. All their lives where changed forever when they obeyed God.

So what adjustments might you have to make? God could require you to wake up an hour earlier each day to study His word and to be in fellowship with Him. He may reveal an unhealthy relationship which he wants to replace with a healthy one. There may be a chance that you will have to relocate to another city, state or country. Or, maybe you need to give up some or all of your commitments to focus on God’s purpose on your life. Our friends Randy and Kim heard God’s call on their lives. After sharing Jesus in places as unlikely as a tattoo shop and biker bars, God prepared them to go to another country. That involved an adjustment in their life.

An encounter with God results in an assignment that is God sized, which requires faith and action. Faith equals action, and action equals adjustments and obedience. We must be obedient and make the necessary adjustments in our lives to join God in what he is doing. God called us to move to the city and just like Moses, Noah, Mary, Randy and Kim we became obedient to God’s calling. It has not been easy, but we are being obedient to the call of God.

This week I want to challenge you to search where God is calling you. What changes is He wanting you to make in your life? Pray for the courage to make the necessary adjustments in your life, no matter the cost. Pick up your Cross and follow Jesus daily (Luke 9:23). Remember Moses could not have stayed where he was and stood before Pharaoh at the same time. I am praying for all of you this week!
