2017 Deacon Nomination Guide:   

This year we are requesting nominations for men to serve in the deacon ministry.  Our deacon ministry is composed of men who serve 3-year terms.  
Our deacon ministry seeks to follow the biblical example established by the early disciples as Spirit-filled men were chosen and set aside to be the pastor’s helpers and servants to the fellowship. Deacons assist the pastors by leading various service ministries. 

God-called Deacons recognize the God-called leadership position of Pastor and cooperatively and willing submit to the Pastor’s leadership role in the fellowship.  (Acts 20:28, Hebrews 13:7, 17, 1 Timothy 5:17).  Deacons were first appointed to facilitate harmony and peace in the church therefore deacons are peacemakers and should do all they can to create and preserve unity and harmony in the church (Acts 6, Ephesians. 4:1-3). 

When a man agrees, and is set aside to serve as a deacon, he assumes the responsibility for faithfully serving in the following Core Ministries:

1. Prayer Team
2. Serving the Lord's Supper

3. Deacon Meetings

4. Ministry Assignments

5. Worship Service 

Upon familiarizing yourself with the Biblical functions and qualifications of a deacon, use the attached nomination form to nominate only those men that you feel are qualified to serve our fellowship at the Road through our deacon ministry.  

The New Testament Teaching on Church Organization

Pastors: 
1. The Bible reveals that the two offices of the church are a plurality of elders/pastors and a plurality of deacons.   This fact is clearly seen in Philippians 1.1 and 1Timothy 3 where both offices are listed together.  
· The terms, elder (presbuteros), pastor (shepherd-poimen), and overseer (bishop-episkopos) are used in the New Testament.  This fact is clearly seen in Acts 20, Titus 1, and 1 Peter 5.1-2 where the terms are used interchangeably in describing the same position of ministry and leadership. 
2. Paul’s mission in church planting included the appointment of elders in all the churches, (Acts 14.23).  The New Testament clearly teaches that pastors/elders are to be the spiritual leaders and teachers of the local church.  “Let the elders who rule well be counted worthy of double honor, especially those who labor in the word and doctrine” (1 Timothy 5:17)
Deacons: 
1. In accordance with the meaning of the word “deacon” and the practice of the New Testament, deacons are to be helpers of the pastors/elders and servants to the church, (Acts 6.1-6, 1 Timothy 3.8-13). In the original language, the word, “deacon,” means “servant” or “attendant.”  The title itself is as descriptive as any job description could be.   
2. The early Deacons were selected for their spiritual qualifications.        1 Timothy 3 and Acts 6 expound the qualifications for the role of deacons:
"Men of good reputation, full of the Holy Spirit and wisdom"        Acts 6:3 

"And they chose Stephen, a man full of faith and the Holy Spirit" Acts 6:5

Deacons must be reverent, not double-tongued, not given to much wine, not greedy for money, holding the mystery of the faith with a pure conscience.  But let these also first be tested; then let them serve as deacons, being found blameless.   Likewise, women must be reverent, not slanderers, temperate, faithful in all things. Let deacons be the husbands of one wife, ruling their children and their own houses well.  For those who have served well as deacons obtain for themselves a good standing and great boldness in the faith which is in Christ Jesus.  1 Timothy 3:8-13
