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Giving Thanks
Thessalonians begins in Acts Chapter 17 as Paul traveled to Thessalonica. Upon arriving Paul went to the synagogue and began to teach of the Messiah, His death and resurrection. Paul was there less than a month when the Jews began riots and literally ran him out of town. However; many people came to the faith in Jesus Christ. After about a year Paul sent Timothy to check on the converts and Timothy found that the number of believers grew.

So Paul wrote the first letter to the church in Thessalonica:
“Paul, Silvanus, and Timothy: To the church of the Thessalonians in God the Father and the Lord Jesus Christ. Grace to you and peace. 2 We always thank God for all of you, remembering you constantly in our prayers. 3 We recall, in the presence of our God and Father, your work of faith, labor of love, and endurance of hope in our Lord Jesus Christ, 4 knowing your election, brothers loved by God.” (1 Thessalonians 1: 1-4)
Paul thanked God in three ways:

1. Through Praying: (v1-2)

He prayed with his co-workers. 

He prayed continually.  

2. Through Remembering:(v3)

Their work of faith.
Their  labor of love.
Their endurance of hope.
3. Though Knowing (v4)

That they were believers.
That they were truly saved.
That his efforts for the Gospel had been successful. 

Establish a connection with God through prayer. Thank God through your prayer life, remembering His work on the cross, His labor for us and the hope the it brings and knowing that you are saved and that Christ’s efforts in your life has been successful.
