God Prepares the Way.

Mark 1:1-8
“The beginning of the gospel of Jesus Christ, the Son of God. 2 As it is written in Isaiah the prophet:
Look, I am sending My messenger ahead of You,
who will prepare Your way. 
3 A voice of one crying out in the wilderness:
Prepare the way for the Lord;
make His paths straight! 

4 John came baptizing in the wilderness and preaching a baptism of repentance for the forgiveness of sins. 5 The whole Judean countryside and all the people of Jerusalem were flocking to him, and they were baptized by him in the Jordan River as they confessed their sins. 6 John wore a camel-hair garment with a leather belt around his waist and ate locusts and wild honey. 7 He was preaching: “Someone more powerful than I will come after me. I am not worthy to stoop down and untie the strap of His sandals. 8 I have baptized you with water, but He will baptize you with the Holy Spirit.” (HCSB)
One of the most surprising details of the Gospel is that God used a man to prepare the way for Jesus and that he was prophesied by the most influential prophet, Isaiah about 700 hundreds years before His birth. This man was indeed the cousin of Jesus who the Bible tells us that when the two mothers met John the Baptist leaped for joy in His mother’s womb (Luke 1:41). God’s promise was being fulfilled through John the Baptist. John would be God’s messenger to prepare the way not only for Jesus, but also to prepare the people of the one who was to come, Jesus. 
God uses people everyday to share the Good News with others in the world such as pastors, evangelists, missionaries even deacons. Most people believe that it is these people who God has called to share the Gospel to the world, and that is true , however; God also uses each born-again believer to prepare the world of His incredible return. In-fact Paul was the one who said that God has given His children the message of reconciliation which is helping others find their way back to God over 1900 years ago. As God’s promise began through one man it is continued through people today called God’s children. 
God made you His messenger, a voice from the wilderness to prepare people for the Gospel and the mighty return of Jesus.
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
