Have you heard voices lately?


Have you ever heard someone’s testimony of how God has spoken to them? Have you ever wondered how God speaks to everyone but you? Does God really speak or is it merely an emotion or feeling? Does He really communicate in a clear sometimes audible voice? The answer is of course “Yes”. He does.

God can speak any way He chooses. The key is not how He speaks but, that He speaks; and how He speaks to each individual is often unique. In the Bible He used a burning bush, a donkey, a blinding light, and a military commander once. 

In the sermon series “7 Truths to Experiencing God”, Henry and Richard Blackaby discuss how God interacts with His people to give them direction, truth, wisdom, guidance and courage so that they will know exactly what to do next. When Moses came away from that burning bush experience in Exodus chapter 3, he didn’t say, “I hope this leads me to an encounter with God”. That was the encounter with God. What Moses did next revealed what he believed about God. His response was, “Lord, I’ve heard You, I’ve understood You, and now I'll obey You”.  
When Holy Spirit speaks to us, it is just as important that we respond obediently as it was for Moses, Noah, Abraham, Jeremiah, or any of the prophets that responded to God. What you do next when God speaks to you reveals what you believe about God. But, “how do I know God is speaking to me?” I am glad you asked that.

One way that God speaks to us is through His Word. 

“But as for you, continue in what you have learned and have firmly believed, knowing from whom you learned it and how from childhood you have been acquainted with the sacred writings,  which are able to make you wise for salvation through faith in Christ Jesus. All Scripture is breathed out by God and profitable for teaching, for reproof, for correction, and for training in righteousness, that the man of God may be competent, equipped for every good work (2 Timothy 3:14-17).”

First, Scripture teaches us what is true. Second, it can make us realize the wrong on our lives. Third, Gods word is used for correcting those in error. It straightens us out by helping us see our errors. Fourth, it trains us in righteousness guiding believers in God’s ways. 

God speaks through the Scriptures. So when you open up the Scriptures, there you are face to face with the author. And if you stay long enough and let God instruct you, He will open up the Scriptures to you.

This week’s challenge is much like last weeks. But, this week go deeper. Take one passage and go deeper with it in your study. Take an exegetical approach and study each word and meaning then, listen for God speaking to you. Then what you do next when God speaks to you will reveal what you believe about God.
