Have you seen God today?

Just to clarify things from last week I do not want to be a ballerina nor did I ever want to, it would have been a tragedy. With that said; how often do people see tragedies and ask the question: “where is God”? And let’s be honest with ourselves, we have all probably asked that question a time or two in our lives. I know that I have at least a couple of times before having a relationship with my Savior.  

We have just started a new sermon series this week based on the book “Reality: 7 Truths From Experiencing God” by Henry and Richard Blackaby. I want to give you a warning before you read on. Do not ask God where He is at work if you are not willing to wait for the answer and obey Him when you get it.  


Our first reality that we discussed is “God is always at work”. This is true whether we realize it or not. Scripture tells us “for it is God who works in you to will and to act according to his good purpose (Philippians 2:13).” Paul wrote to the Philippian Church but, he is also writing to us now. Now that we have accepted the Gift of Salvation, it is time to put our faith into action. God wants to work in us, for the things that He wants to do through us. He energizes our desires and His actions for the purpose of His will, to produce good works and good fruit in our lives.
 As I was working on this devotional I received a telephone call from one of the men in our Church. He asked if I would like to team up with another man from a local Church to give out blankets, food and water to the homeless. He also suggested that we could get our congregation to donate blankets and water and I thought it was a great idea. Minutes later I received another telephone call from a friend that helps with the homeless ministry telling me that he just received a donation of blankets and water wanting to know if we wanted any of it. With in thirty minutes from the first telephone call God had worked it all out.  
 Jesus said “My Father is always at his work to this very day, and I, too, am working (John 5:17).” God is always at work around us. Do you look for God’s activity all around you? A professor once told me that we should “read with our eyes open”. That maybe true, but I think we should look for God’s activity in our lives with “our eyes open”. 
This week’s challenge is too find out where God is working and join Him there. Join in the work of ministry in your community: the local school, homeless, crisis pregnancy, the local food pantry.
But, I again caution you, even as I pray for you, be ready to follow God’s lead. Join in His work, and be amazed at what He can do!
