He Knew

Have you ever had the feeling something was going to happen; then later you find out you were right? Several months ago I had one of those thoughts pop in my head that a church was about to lose one of their ministers. I did not tell anyone until about two weeks later when my wife confirmed it, and told me about this the very situation happening to this church. I tried to figure out why I was the one to have this pre-knowledge of information. Still today I find myself thinking of that day and wondering why I was privileged to that information before it became public.  I still don’t have that answer of why and maybe it is not important. Jesus’ disciples did not have answers all of the time and they were with Jesus but, Jesus did: for example Judas’ betrayal of Jesus. 
It was just before the Passover Feast. Jesus and his disciples are having an evening meal and Jesus gets up from the meal and He prepares to wash the feet of the disciples. Peter tells Jesus; 
“you shall never wash my feet."  Jesus answered, "Unless I wash you, you have no part with me." "Then, Lord," Simon Peter replied, "not just my feet but my hands and my head as well!" Jesus answered, "A person who has had a bath needs only to wash his feet; his whole body is clean. And you are clean, though not every one of you." For he knew who was going to betray him, and that was why he said not every one was clean” (John 8-11) NIV.

Peter was quick to tell Jesus no, but Jesus gives him a choice by saying “Unless I wash you, you have no part with me” (John 13:8). He says that I have the cleansing power to wash away the sin from your life, either I do this for you or you will not belong to me. Secondly, Jesus says: 
" And you are clean, though not every one of you." For he knew who was going to betray him, and that was why he said not every one was clean”(John 13:10-11).
