God’s Will How to Treat Others
1st Thessalonians 5:14-15
14“Now we exhort you, brethren, warn those who are unruly, comfort the fainthearted, uphold the weak, be patient with all. 15See that no one renders evil for evil to anyone, but always pursue what is good both for yourselves and for all.”
God’s will of how we are to treat others, supersedes our own will and feelings.
Paul calls on the Church to minister in a variety of ways, depending on the state of the person who needs the ministry.
PAUL GIVES SIX ATTITUDES OF GOD’S WILL WHILE DEALING WITH OTHERS.
1. TO WARN THOSE WHO ARE UNRULY (v14)
a. Paul is talking about irresponsible, lazy, idle people”. (2 Thessalonians 3:7-10)
b. We are to encourage or warn the unruly to do the right thing in their lives. (Galatians 6:1)
2.  TO COMFORT THE FAINTHEARTED (v14)
a. Instead of being warned, these people need to be comforted. Be Encouragers. ( See last’s week’s Study on 1 Thessalonians 5:12-13)
b. Point them to the truth and God’s promises. (Matthew 5)
3.  HELP THOSE WHO ARE WEAK (v14)
a. These are people who are spiritually weak.  T
b. Lack of knowledge or experience; struggling with a sin.
4.  BE PATIENT WITH EVERYONE (v14)
a. The “P” Word
b. Patience is part of the Fruit of the Spirit (Gal 5:22-23). 
c. Just as God is patient with us (2 Peter 3:9) we are to be patient with others.

5.  SEE THAT NO ONE REPAYS EVIL FOR EVIL (v15)
a. Our world today is about paybacks.
b. A Believer never should seek revenge or vengeance, but let God take up our side.

c. We must speak rationally and biblically.

6.  PURSUE WHAT IS GOOD FOR OTHERS (v15)

a. “Pursue” means to intentionally go after.

b. When we have a forgiving heart towards others, not only is it good for them, it is good for ourselves.

Biblical Application: 
It is God’s will that Born-Again Believers treat others in the same manner that He treats us; His will supersedes our will. Therefore we must:

· encourage people to do right, 
· comfort those who are discouraged, 
· help the weak, 
· be patient with all, 
· compel others not to repay evil for evil, and
· encourage others to pursue what is good.
