1st Thessalonians 1:1-4

“Paul, Silvanus, and Timothy,

To the church of the Thessalonians in God the Father and the Lord Jesus Christ: Grace to you and peace from God our Father and the Lord Jesus Christ. 2 We give thanks to God always for you all, making mention of you in our prayers, 3 remembering without ceasing your work of faith, labor of love, and patience of hope in our Lord Jesus Christ in the sight of our God and Father, 4 knowing, beloved brethren, your election by God.”
PAULS PRAYER: (A MODEL PRAYER) 
1. Paul was thankful for the church.
a. He prayed with his team v2 (we).

Powerful prayer comes when many give thanks to God’s work.
b. They prayed always v2 (constantly).

When Paul was reminded of the believers, they prayed always for them.
2. They prayed thankfully as they remembered (we recall V3) the characteristics of the church.
a. Their work of faith
b. Their love
c. Their endurance of hope.
d. 1 Corinthians 13:13

3. They prayed thankfully as they we assured (knowing) v4.

a. They knew that the first missionary trip had been successful. 

b. They knew they were fellow believers.

c. They knew they had truly been saved.

Biblical Application: Paul gives us a great model to use as we pray for other churches, ministries, and workers of God’s kingdom.
Praying with a thankful attitude means like Paul we are to have a prayer life that prays for others recalling their needs and rejoicing in their faith, love, and endurance.
