TOWN CRIER
1st Thessalonians 1: 8-10
“For from you the word of the Lord has sounded forth, not only in Macedonia and Achaia, but also in every place. Your faith toward God has gone out, so that we do not need to say anything. 9 For they themselves declare concerning us what manner of entry we had to you, and how you turned to God from idols to serve the living and true God, 10 and to wait for His Son from heaven, whom He raised from the dead, even Jesus who delivers us from the wrath to come.” 
A town crier is usually an officer of the royal court or public authority that makes public announcements on the behalf of the king or government authority to the people. 
1. THE MESSAGE RANG OUT v8.
a. A triumphant voice. 
b. The message was precise.

c. Souls were saved.

d. Other believers were motivated. 

e. The Church was strengthened.

2. PAUL DID NOT HAVE TO SPEAK v8.

a. The Gospel was not only Paul’s responsibility, but it is every believer’s responsibility. 
b. The Church made an impact without Paul being there.

c. The Church became the example for all people.

3. THE CHURCH IS ABOUT JESUS TRANSFORMING PEOPLE v9- 10. 
a. Transformation is always clear.

b. Many people will not turn to God because they are too comfortable serving idols. 
c. They put their full trust and faith in Jesus and began to serve Him while they waited for the return of Jesus.
1 Peter 2:9 “But you are a chosen generation, a royal priesthood, a holy nation, His own special people, that you may proclaim the praises of Him who called you out of darkness into His marvelous light;”
Biblical Application: You are from a royal line and have the authority of God to proclaim His message to the world. Your testimony should cry out as you serve the living Christ and wait His return. 
Your testimony is to project the risen Savior!
