Is God Real?

It is said “never discuss religion or politics with family”. Have you ever jumped into a conversation and before you realized it you were defending your faith? Is God real?  This is one of the questions that Hale Seed and Dan Grider discuss in their book and preaching series The God Questions. 
Scripture tells us that God left pointers everywhere that He does exist. King David wrote “The heavens declared the glory of God; the skies proclaim the work of his hands” (Psalm 19:1). Just look around you the universe is stocked full of proof of God’s existence. 

One pointer that God is real is the existence of stuff. Stuff not only happens, but stuff exists. This creates a huge problem for the atheist, because if nothing exists, then we don’t have to explain it. But the minute that we acknowledge that something is real then we have to come up with an explanation for it (pg. 3). The universe is real, so we have to explain it. 


The Law of Causality is simply this: for every effect there has to be a cause. For example some people think that everything was created by a Big Bang. The problem with the Big Bang Theory is that something had to exist in order for the bang to happen. The Big Bang had to come from something because for every effect there has to be a cause.  No thing comes from nothing so the Big Bang Theory can not work. The Bible tells us in Psalm 19:1 that God exists. And what God is saying to us is “open our eyes”, He is all around us. 


This week’s challenge is two-fold: first, is to pick up the book “The God Questions” read it along with us. We are in week one and in the next coming weeks our devotions will be tailored to this study. Second, look at this scripture “The heavens declared the glory of God; the skies proclaim the work of his hands” (Psalm 19:1). Then look for the pointers of God’s existence in your life. Search not only the image of God in you, but search for it in others around you.
