Instead, God had chosen the boy, David, Jesse's youngest son.
“So he asked Jesse, “Are these all the sons you have?” 

“There is still the youngest,” Jesse answered, “but he is tending the sheep.” 

Samuel said, “Send for him; we will not sit down until he arrives.” 

So he sent and had him brought in. He was ruddy, with a fine appearance and handsome features. Then the Lord said, “Rise and anoint him; he is the one.” 

So Samuel took the horn of oil and anointed him in the presence of his brothers, and from that day on the Spirit of the Lord came upon David in power (1 Samuel 16:11-13).”
Though David had been anointed to be king as a young boy, his reign would not take place for about 40 years later. During this time became a servant of King Saul as his amour bearer whom would play the harp for King Saul during his times of anguish. He fought and killed Goliath and he became the son-in-law of Saul. He also becomes the target of King Saul. Through all of his trails of his life and eventually running for his life he stayed faithful to God’s timing. David was brought to the royal court of King Saul to work as armor bearer. There David learned about being king. Not only did God choose David, but he made sure David had experience in the royal court.
