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No more excuses

I recently spoke at a men’s retreat and the theme for the weekend was “No More Excuses”. As I prepared for the lesson, I was convicted of the excuses I have made in my own life. I spoke about the twelve spies in Numbers chapter 13, who went into the Promised Land to search it out. They were gone for forty days and when they had returned they gave a report of what they had seen to all of Israel. They showed them the fruit of the land and said it flowed with milk and honey, but ten of the spies report the land was great and it was everything that God had told Moses, but:
“The land, through which we have gone to spy it out, is a land that devours its inhabitants, and all the people that we saw in it are of great height” (Numbers 13:32).

The ten spies were focused on the superior size and strength of the enemy. They did not trust in the God who brought them out the bondage of Egypt. They did not trust the size and strength of the God who had parted the Red Sea whereby they walked across it on dry land before the sea closed and devoured their enemies. They did not trust in the God who gave them all their provisions and was with them day and night in the desert. 

We often act like the ten spies and we forget how God has rescued each of us from the bondage of slavery; just as God freed the Israelites, we also have been freed. 
“We know that our old self was crucified with him in order that the body of sin might be brought to nothing, so that we would no longer be enslaved to sin” (Romans 6:6).

Our Red Sea has been parted and we have walked across on dry land on our way to the Promised Land (Heaven), we are called to take possession of the land. Many of us however spend hours debating the call. We walk around aimlessly in the wilderness of our minds, traveling all around the call and never accepting it because we focus on the enemies’ size and strength rather than the powerful God who has gotten us this far. We often tell God, we are sure He can save us from eternity in Hell, but we don’t trust Him to lead us in the rest of our lives.


I absolutely believe when God calls you, He will protect you and He will make provisions for you. They may not be what you are used to having, but God will supply you with the needs to accomplish the mission.


We have excuses like: “I am too busy”, “my family comes first”, “I will when things calm down”, “I am not qualified”. If God has called you to do something, He has qualified you. Now what is your excuse?

We are back to writing e-devotionals because God called us to write them and send them out to hundreds of people. I put it off because of the excuse “I was too busy”. When I took a hard look at my excuse I had to admit it was an excuse. So I declare no more excuses! 

This week I want to encourage you to drop the excuses which are keeping you from whatever God is calling you to do. Proclaim “NO MORE EXCUSES” and go out and do it.
