BEGIN BY:

Praise God for His faithfulness, His love and His will for Cross Keys Baptist Church, for the community of believers, the faithfulness of the Body, for all who attend and for what God is going to do in the service. 

Pray that God will receive the praise and glory over everything we do in our service. 

Psalm 75:1 “We praise you, God, we praise you, for your Name is near; people tell of your wonderful deeds.”
AT ENTRANCE DOORS:
Pray for everyone who enters will feel the power of love, acceptance and peace of God. 

For God to send us visitors and families to come and become part of the Cross Keys family. 

Jude 1:2 “Mercy, peace, and love be multiplied to you.”
2 Corinthians 13:11 “Become complete. Be of good comfort, be of one mind, live in peace; and the God of love and peace will be with you.”
IN THE SANCTUARY:
