Service
Our main topic for the past five weeks has been Spiritual Training. We have discussed prayer, fasting, study and submission. This week’s devotion is about service, which makes me, ask: how was your service the last time you went to a restaurant? How was the service the last time you bought a car or a big ticket item? Good service is important to us. When we receive good customer service we tell others how great they are and they should do business with them. You’ve heard it said “word of mouth is the best advertisement for a business”; it also can be the worst. When we receive bad customer service we do not go back to that business. We may also tell others about our bad experience and warn them not to patronize that place.
Could you imagine if God was like us? I mean if your work in His Church and for His people was bad or non- existent, (which includes spiritual laziness) and if He was like us, not stepping foot in our hearts again! The greatest thing about God is that He unlike us is perfect. Amen! As a matter of fact, He is so great that our salvation is not based on our works or the service, Luke wrote “For it is by grace you have been saved through faith and this is not from yourselves it is the gift of God not by works, so that no one can boast” (Ephesians 2:8-9).
Our service or works may not give us eternal life, but from the beginning of time God has had man working and serving Him. Adam named all of the animals. Did I say all? His job was to tend to the Garden of Eden; he was created for work and service to God. When Adam and Eve were cast out of the Garden, Adam had to work the land, “So the Lord banished him from the Garden of Eden to work the ground from which he had been taken” (Genesis 3:23). We were made from the very beginning to work and to be in service to God.

God made it a point that we should work. Service is work. You call it what you want to, but in the end when you serve, you work. Our service to God, His church and His people are so important He sent His Son to this earth so He could serve mankind, and so that He could forever be the example to us all. Service is so important that Jesus himself tells us to “be dressed ready for service and keep your lamps burning” (Luke 12:35). We must be prepared to serve whenever we are called and to whomever we are called to serve.
