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Spiritual principles about our Spiritual life part 4

In our congregation we have several people who are homeless, week after week I see them digging in their pockets for whatever change they can put in the offering bucket. Often, I receive notes that say I cannot give to the church, but I will serve in any way you want me to do. I realize that some Christians cannot tithe 10% of their money. However people can tithe 10% of their time to the work of God’s Kingdom. Imagine for a moment if everyone gave 10% of their time; just think how rich the church would be. When you live a life of service you cannot help to want give what time and money you have to God. This week’s topic from spiritual principles about our spiritual life is that of service. One of the biggest problems in churches is finding people to serve. I know of a church that has over 350 people every Sunday, but they struggle with finding six people to serve each week as their greeters. Sometimes if you want to know what’s wrong with the Church all you have to do is look in the mirror. Then ask yourself am I serving as God wants me to? Am I setting the example for others to follow? And; am I serving with a smile on my face or a bad attitude? Below are three points that I believe God has outlined for us about service.

1. God calls us to serve: 

When God calls His elect to Himself, He calls no one to idleness. When we are born again and our sins are forgiven, the blood of Christ cleanses our conscience, according to Hebrews 9:14, in order for us to “serve the living God!” “Serve the Lord with Gladness” (Psalm 100:2). This is every Christian’s commission. We have never been called to spiritual unemployment. The moments that I find to be the happiest time of my life are those times when I am serving because it is almost always sacrificial.  A servant is someone who goes to the places where Jesus would go and helps the people that Jesus would help.

2. Jesus is the example:


Jesus never told us to do something that He has never done. In John Chapter 13 Jesus tells us that we are to be servants of each other. He just did not say it, but He demonstrated it by the washing the disciple’s feet and: 

“When he had finished washing their feet, he put on his clothes and returned to his place."Do you understand what I have done for you?" he asked them. "You call me 'Teacher' and 'Lord,' and rightly so, for that is what I am. Now that I, your Lord and Teacher, have washed your feet, you also should wash one another's feet. I have set you an example that you should do as I have done for you. I tell you the truth, no servant is greater than his master, nor is a messenger greater than the one who sent him. Now that you know these things, you will be blessed if you do them” (John 13:12-17).

Jesus set the example for us to follow when it comes to being a servant. No one is too great or too small to serve another. We will probably never wash someone’s feet as an act of service, but we may be enabling someone to buy shoes to perhaps cover their feet.
3. Having the right attitude.

The right attitude is the difference between truly serving or not. Jesus wants us to have the right attitude when we serve. Our attitude for serving must be one of obedience, gratitude, gladness, humility, and love. Serving is not always easy, but when we do it for the right reasons God will be glorified.

The Church needs, your church needs people to serve. I want to encourage you this week, first if you are not serving, to go to your pastor ask him how you can serve. Second, if you are serving; are you doing it to glorify the Lord or because there was a need? Are you teaching others and asking others to serve along side of you? Are you setting the example that Christ set for you?
