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Spiritual principles about our Spiritual life part 2


From the very beginning to the very beginning of creation to the end, praise and worship have been and will always be at the very heart of our relationship with God. One of my favorite Psalms says 

“Make a joyful noise to the LORD, all the earth; break forth into joyous song and sing praises. Sing praises to the LORD with the lyre, with the lyre and the sound of melody! With trumpets and the sound of the horn make a joyful noise before the King, the LORD! (Psalms 98 4-6).”

Which brings us to part two of our series and making a joyful noise is exactly what I do. When I first became a Christian I would stand there with my arms folded and would sing because I was afraid of way others would think of me, but now I sing to my hearts delight making a very joyful “NOISE”. 

Worship however, begins at the very instant we become new in Christ Jesus, and it will last an eternity. Worship is the purpose of our being. Some people feel that when the worship is not strong enough then they cannot feel God’s holy presence. Some see worship as an act, or a picture. Others struggle their whole lives trying to figure out the right way to worship. In today’s society people think that worship is a Sunday morning event that takes place at the local church.


 The church can be described as the worship center of the Christian culture. This is the place where people from all walks of life come together to worship. Through the welcoming of people to the service, the shaking of the hands, the music, the preaching, the invitation, the closing remarks and the fellowship with each other after the service has ended, it is thought that worship has taken place. If the music is not quite there or the preaching was a little off, in the invitation was not up to the expectations of the congregation, the worship really never happened. Someone told me he could not feel God’s holiness during the service, so he could not worship during the service. Our culture has decided that worship only happens when a person feels good about themselves, the music, the preaching and the atmosphere of the church. That’s when they think worship takes place. 


When worship is discussed and a picture is included, in a magazine, a book or a CD, you see someone doing an act describing worship. Normally this picture is a person with their hands in the air extended toward heaven, eyes closed, head up and their mouth opened wide.  Our culture seems to think that we have to be in an act of worship to truly worship, but just because we are singing, praying corporately, praying privately, this does not mean we are worshiping. Forms and rituals do not produce worship.  We are in worship with God when God the Spirit touches our spirit.


 Our churches have Sunday morning worship services; with the exception of mega- churches that have three or four different worship service during the weekend, which is the “come to whatever fits your schedule” technique. With the custom of only one worship service, many people feel that they need only to worship God once a week. During these one to two hours the church does not come close to fulfilling or teaching enough about our primary purpose.


    Worship begins at the very instant we become new in Christ Jesus, and it will last an eternity. It is the very foundation of our Christian walk. We worship God not only by the acts of singing, prayer, going to church, but how we live our lives when we are not within the four walls of the church. Worship is coming to Christ with all our problems and lifting Him up in all the praises; it is hearing His voice and seeing His vision for you and others. It is helping the elderly, the incapable, the poor and the rich. It is making the choice for God’s will in your life. Worshiping God is more than an act, it is more than a picture or a song; it is everything we do twenty-four hours a day, seven days a week and three hundred sixty- five days a year privately and publicly. It is how we are led by God the Holy Spirit, true worship has only one leader, Christ. I was turned off by church for many years when I was told that I did not worship right the way everyone else did”. We can never tell anyone how to worship God. Worship is personal and corporate, but the end result is that we personally focus on God.

My challenge for you is this week to seek for opportunities to praise and worship God, in the midst of the things that are going on around you in your life. Watch how you will change, when you realize I can worship God anywhere and anytime.
