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Spiritual principles about our Spiritual life part 3
When you think about who Jesus is, what names comes to your mind? Maybe He is The Healer, The Lord of Lords, The Perfect Lamb, The Light, Jehovah, The King of Kings, your Life Support or The Living Water: Jesus is all of these and more! One of the titles people often don’t associate with Jesus is the title of Evangelist. Evangelist means “publisher of glad tidings”; a missionary preacher of the gospel (Eph. 4:11). The definition of an evangelist is one who goes out and proclaims the Good News of Christ Jesus, a missionary preacher traveling around proclaiming the Gospel to those who have not yet heard it, and that is exactly what Christ Jesus did. 
Jesus is also the measuring stick by which we measure our life with, another words He is our example of how we should live our lives. So this can only mean that as we seek Godliness this requires us to discipline ourselves in the practice of evangelism. Evangelism is very simply telling people about Jesus. Part of being a disciple is being a witness.
“You will receive power when the Holy Spirit comes on you; and you will be my witnesses in Jerusalem, and in all Judea and Samaria, to the ends of the earth”         (Acts 1:7:8).  

Below are three critical points I believe about evangelism.

1.  Evangelism is a command:

We are commanded by Jesus to evangelize, He said “Go into all the world and preach the good news to all creation” (Mark 16:15). Some Christians believe that evangelism is a gift; I was interviewed a few years ago and asked if my gift was evangelizing. Today I understand how foolish my answer was. I said “I was not very good at it.” Now I realize that evangelism is not so much a gift, but a command by God. As a pastor I don’t just tell people about Jesus every Sunday and Wednesday evening, but I tell people about every day, we send out this devotional to hundreds of people each week they are being told about Jesus.

2.  Evangelism is a billboard:

 Every day when we wake up and get ready to go into the world we have a choice to make. We will either chose to tell those people that we meet about Jesus or we won’t. It is not about what we say so much as how we live our lives in front of others. We tell others, who Jesus is by the way we speak, act, dress, and even by our actions as we drive our vehicles. We are truly walking billboards for or against Jesus every day.

3. Evangelism is the power to witness. 

We have been given the power to witness through the power of the Holy Spirit (Acts 1:7). Jesus gave us the command to be witnesses because He knew that we would not be alone in our efforts. We have the power of the Holy Spirit; the same Spirit then came in Jesus during His baptism and the same Spirit that raised Him from the dead! What we have to realize is that it is the same Spirit that changed our lives and if our lives; have been changed we can be confident that He can change the lives of every person we meet. 

I want to challenge you to become an evangelist today! You can start by sending everyone you know this devotional, invite them to church and tell the world in which you live in about Jesus. It is your job as a Christian to Go and tell. You can do it!
